A unidade curricular de Antropologia Forense pretende transmitir aos alunos conhecimentos fundamentais
relativos a analise antropoldgica de restos humanos provenientes de contextos forenses com vista a sua
aplicagao na investigacdo médico-legal da morte. Pretende-se que os alunos adquiram conhecimentos s6lidos
no ambito da biologia e anatomia do esqueleto bem como as bases tedricas e praticas conducentes a
resolugao de problemas relacionados com a detecgao, recuperagao, identificacdo e analise de restos humanos

esqueletizados em contexto forense, bem como na determinagao da circunstancia da morte.

Objectives of the curricular unit and competences to be developed

The Forensic Anthropology course aims to provide students basic knowledge concerning the
anthropological analysis of human skeletal remains from forensic contexts regarding its
application to the medical-legal aspects of death. It is expected that students will acquire deep
knowledge regarding the biology and anatomy of the human skeleton as well as the theoretical
and practical background required to solve problems related to the detection, recovering,
identification and analysis of human skeletal remains from forensic context, as well as in

determining the circumstances in which death occurred.
