Objectives of the curricular unit and competences to be developed

Forensic Geology and Pedology involves the direct application of the geological principles,
practices and procedures in the resolution of problems and legal issues. In this context, it is
intended that students:

- acquire scientific and technical knowledge in the field of sampling, analysis and identification of
materials that are directly related to forensic investigation such as: minerals, rock fragments,
sediments, soils, among others;

- develop, in particular, knowledge that enable them to understand the processes of soil
formation, as well as analyse their properties, perform their classification and know its

distribution;
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- are able to evaluate, interpret, present and explain geological

‘ evidence, in order to promote the best practices in future application.
